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ABSTRACT: In order to have a uniform appearance of the Proceedings, all papers submitted to the 11th Baltic Sea Geotechnical Conference “Geotechnics in Maritime Engineering” should be prepared according to the guidelines given below. Following the rules described in the guidelines, the authors should pay special attention to the merit and style of the publication. Authors submitting their papers thereby agree to have them published in the Proceedings of the Conference.

INTRODUCTION

These guidelines have been prepared according to the rules for the preparation of manuscripts printed in the proceedings of international conferences. In the following guidelines the requirements for the publication of papers in the Proceedings of the 11th Baltic Sea Geotechnical Conference “Geotechnics in Maritime Engineering” are described.

The instruction has been written in the symposium-paper format. 

The Proceedings of the Conference will be printed from a camera-ready copy of the manuscripts submitted by the authors.

The Proceedings will be printed in B5 format, therefore the original manuscripts will be reduced to approximately 84% of the original size. For this reason, the lettering and notation in figures, photographs, math formulae, etc. must beof an appropriately large size.

FORMAT

2.1.
General information

The authors should read the guidelines carefully and strictly follow all the requirements given below.

In the paper definitions and symbols commonly accepted in literature as well asthe standards and units of the International System of Units (SI) should be used.

Manuscripts should be run off a laser printer on A4 white paper. The maximum length of a paper (including text, figures, and tables) submitted for the Proceedings should not exceed 8 full-length pages. The number of pages in a paper must be even. Full-length papers will be published in hard-copy form in a book and (in full colour) on a CD-ROM. The manuscripts should be prepared preferably as WORD files (or in Rich Text Format) and also in PDF format.

As in the format shown on the first page of the guidelines, all margins must be 21 mm wide, which means the total printing area should be 168 x 255 mm.

2.2.
Format of main text

The main text should be in two 80 mm columns with 8 mm spacing in between. Both the left and right column edges should be justified.

A 12 pt. Times (or Times Roman) font should be used. The main text can not include bold or sans-serif fonts.  

The text must be 15 pt.-spaced.

Every new paragraph should be 5 mm left- indented, excluding paragraphs following the title, headers, tables, figures and equations. 

3.
TITLE, AUTHOR (CO-AUTHORS)

3.1.
Title

Each paper in the Conference Proceedings of will start from the right page. The title of the paper must be placed 3 cm from the top margin (5.1 cm in total from the top edge). The title should be printed in 18 pt Times or (Times Roman) font and the left margin should be justified.

It is recommended that the title should not exceed 70 characters, including spaces between characters. 

3.2.
Author (co-authors)

The title, forename and surname of the author (first author) should be placed 2 cm below the title in 12 pt. It is to be followed by the author’s affiliation written in Times Italic, 10 pt. Co-authors should be separated by one blank line (15 pt.). If the affiliation of the authors is the same, the subsequent lines should be grouped without one line spacing (see page 1).

ABSTRACT

The paper should start with an abstract of no more than 250 words separated by 2 blank lines above and below (30 pt.). 

5.
HEADINGS

A maximum number of three levels of headings is recommended with the format given below:

6.
EQUATIONS

Equations and formulae should start in the left margin and numbered (if numbered) consecutively using Arabic numerals in parentheses along the right margin.

Variable names should be written in italics, whereas function names, numerals, Greek letters in normal Times font. 

The equations should be separated by one blank line (15 pt) before and after:

In the case of equations in the text the spacing can be enlarged for better readability of subscripts and superscripts.

7.
DISTINGUISHING 

For distinguishing the words in main text, quotations etc. the italic font should be used. Underlining and bolding can not be applied. 

8.
PHOTOGRAPHS

Photographs should be placed in the same way as figures. In order to preserve its readability after reduction, the photographs should be of the best quality. Photographs and figures will be published in colour only on CD-ROM.
9.
TABLES

Tables included in the main text should follow the same rules as in the case of figures. The title of the table should be placed above the table in italics and justified to the left margin. The spacing above and below the title should be of one line (15 pt). It is recommended to use 10 pt fonts within a table. All table columns and rows should be clearly described (with units in square brackets). Tables which exceed the size of one column may be enlarged to two columns. The decimals should be separated by dots.

FIGURES

Figures should appear as close as possible to the text area where they are discussed. Figures not referred to in the text should not be included.

Spacing above the figure should be one line (15 pt) and two lines (30 pt), followed by the caption. Figures within the column (or within the page if the dimensions of the figure exceed the column width) should be centered. The captions beneath the figures should be written in italics and also centered.

Figures should be readable and as simple as possible. When preparing figures, the authors should bear in mind that they will be reduced to 84%. Figures which exceed the width of one column may by enlarged to two column. Figures should be numbered consecutively using Arabic numerals. 

10.
SUMMARY

The summary of a paper should include the most important conclusions of test results and analyses described in the paper as well as proposals of theoretical and practical applications, etc.

REFERENCES

References should be presented in the form accepted in “G(otechnique” International Journal.

References in the text should consist of the author’s name and the year of publication in parentheses, for example: Kowalski and Razmus (1993) or Kowalski et al. (1995) or (Kowalski and Razmus, 1993; Kowalski et al., 1995).

Every position in references should start in the left margin and consecutive lines should be indented (5 mm).

The titles of books, names of conferences and journals should be written in italics. An example of the references is given below:

SUBMISSION OF MANUSCRIPTS

The paper in English camera-ready format should be submitted in one package, as an electronic file (Word and PDF format in two versions: B&W and color when colour illustrations are used) on CD, together with two hard copies. The submission should include a completed copyright transfer form and the contact information form. The items should be addressed to the Secretariat of the Organising Committee of the 11th Baltic Sea Geotechnical Conference.
